Where there are deer, 
there is deer poo, which specialist dung 
beetles feed on. Among roughly 150 
species of dung beetles found in Japan, 
about 50 live in Nara Park. Rich in 
nutrients, deer poo allows the dung 
beetles to survive. Maybe you will see 
some beetles on the ground.
